Fabric Requirements
1 yard Ombre-C4700 Flamingo
1 yard Ombre-C4700 Denim (includes binding)
1 yard Ombre-C4700 Capri
1 yard Ombre-C4700 Wave
7/8 yard Ombre-C4700 Wisteria
1/2 yard Ombre-C4700 Orchid
5 yards Ombre backing fabric of your choice
68" x 89" batting

Cutting

From Ombre-C4700 Flamingo:
•	 Cut four 8" x 401/2" strips.

From Ombre-C4700 Denim:
•	 Cut four 17/8" x 401/2" strips.
•	 Cut two 31/4" x 401/2" strips.
•	 Cut eight 21/4" x width-of-fabric (WOF)  

binding strips

From Ombre-C4700 Capri:
•	 Cut sixteen 17/8" x 401/2" strips.

From Ombre-C4700 Wave:
•	 Cut sixteen 17/8" x 401/2" strips. 

From Ombre-C4700 Wisteria:
•	 Cut eight 31/4" x 401/2" strips.

From Ombre-C4700 Orchid:
•	 Cut eight 17/8" x 401/2" strips.

All seam allowances are ¼” and pieces are sewn right 
sides together.

Quilt Top Assembly
1.	 Sew the C4700 Flamingo strips together in pairs, 

lightest ends together. Repeat with the C4700  
Wisteria and C4700 Orchid strips. 

2.	 Sew the C4700 Denim strips together in pairs,  
darkest ends together. Repeat with the C4700 Capri 
and C4700 Wave strips.

3.	 Sew the strips together in order shown in the  
quilt image. Alternate the pressing direction of the  
adjacent center seams, and press the vertical seam 
allowances toward the darker fabric.

Finishing
4.	 Layer the quilt top, batting and backing and quilt  

as desired.

5.	 Stitch the binding strips together end to end using  
diagonal seams. Fold and press the resulting long 
strip in half lengthwise with wrong sides together.  
Stitch to the quilt front, matching raw edges and 
mitering the corners.

6.	 Fold the binding to the quilt underside and  
hand-stitch the folded edge to the quilt back.
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
