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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:
1. Create 4-patch units using (4) A squares and (4) B squares, alternating

between colors. Press toward the dark fabric. Repeat (4) times. Trim 4-patch
units using the following guide:

a. 4” finished block: 1 ½” x 1 ½” unfinished (1” x 1” finished)
b. 8” finished block: 2 ½” x 2 ½” unfinished (2” x 2” finished)

2. Create the center of the 9-patch block using (4) B squares, (4) D rectangles
and (1) E square as shown. Diagrams indicate pressing instruction. Trim the
center unit to measure:

a. 4” finished block: 2 ½” x 2 ½” unfinished (2” x 2” finished)
b. 8” finished block: 4 ½” x 4 ½” unfinished (4” x 4” finished)

3. Using units created in Steps 1-2 and (4) C rectangles, complete the uneven
9-patch block. Arrows indicate pressing instructions.

4. Trim block using the guide listed below:
a. 4 ½” x 4 ½” unfinished (4” x 4” finished)
b. 8 ½” x 8 ½” unfinished (8” x 8” finished)
