Begin block assembly by creating HST units. Place (1) B square
with a drawn diagonal line with (1) C square, right sides together
and edges aligned. (C squares may vary in color.)

2. Sew a 4" away from both sides of the drawn diagonal line.

3. Cutalong the drawn line separating the two sides, creating (2)
HST units.

Repeat to create (16) HST units. B/C HST units may vary in color.
Use the following guide to trim HST units for each block size: B B

a. 6" Block: 12" x 12" unfinished (1" x 1” finished) C C
b. 12" Block: 2 2" x 2 V2" unfinished (2” x 2" finished)
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5. Create the center of the block using (4) D rectangles, (4) E squares and (1) F square. When
sewing, press seams toward the center F square. Sew together as shown.

6. Use the following guide for block center sizes for each block size:

a. 6" Block: 4 72" x 4 /2" unfinished (4” x 4” finished)
b. 12" Block: 8 /2" x 8 2” unfinished (8” x 8” finished)
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7. Arrange all B/C HST units and the block center created in the above steps as shown.
HST units are turned throughout the block. If using more than (1) fabric print, place prints
opposite one another as shown in the diagram.

8. Sew units together as shown in (3) horizontal rows.
9. Sew horizontal rows together to complete the block.
10. Trim block using the guide listed below:

a. 6'%"x 6 %" unfinished (&” x &” finished)

b. 12 72" x 12 V2" unfinished (12" x 12" finished)
