4" x 60-1/2" A strip to the top and bottom of Quilt Center to complete Quilt Top.

Finishing
53. With the backing fabric laying taut, place batting and then quilt top to form quilt sandwich.
54. Baste and quilt as desired.

55. Bind with L to finish quilt. 13
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
